How to replace the air filter unit

1) Switching off the projector and then remove the AC power plug from the wall
outlet.
® \When switching off the projector, make sure to follow the procedures in “Switching off the
projector” in the operating instructions of the projector.

2) Remove the air filter cover.
® Push the tabs of the air filter cover upward as shown in the figure, remove them from the
hooks of the projector and open it in the direction of the arrow in the figure.

3) Remove the air filter unit.
® Put your finger on the tab on the left side of the air filter unit, open it in the direction of the
arrow shown in the figure and remove it.
® After removing the air filter unit, remove the foreign objects and dust in the air filter unit
compartment if there are any.

4) Attach the new air filter unit (Replacement Filter Unit) to the projector.
® Hold the air filter unit with the tab on the left side as shown in the figure, attach it from the
right side, and push the tab until it clicks.
® Do not press on the crease part of the air filter when pressing into place.

5) Attach the air filter cover to the projector.
® Perform Step 2) in the reverse order to close the air filter cover. Make sure to press the air

filter cover firmly until it clicks into place.
6) Connect the power plug, press the power button < (h/| > on the control panel
or the remote control to turn on the power of the projector.

7) Press the <MENU> button.
® The main menu screen is displayed.

8) Press A WV to select [PROJECTOR SETUP].

9) Press the <ENTER> button.
® The [PROJECTOR SETUP] screen is displayed.

10) Press A V¥ to select [FILTER COUNTER].

11) Press the <ENTER> button.
® The [FILTER COUNTER] screen is displayed.

12) Press A V¥ to select [FILTER COUNTER RESET] and press the <ENTER>

button. -

13) When the confirmation screen is displayed, press 4p to select [OK], then press
the <ENTER> button.

® The [PROJECTOR SETUP] menu — [FILTER COUNTER] — [FILTER COUNTER] is
displayed as “OH”.

® Make sure that the air filter unit is properly attached before using the projector. If it is not
attached, the projector will suck in dirt and dust causing a malfunction.

® After unpacking the air filter unit, discard the packaging material properly.

® Do not disassemble the air filter unit.

® The replacement cycle of the air filter unit varies greatly depending on the usage environment.
